The “God” Powerset:  

Ever since the dawn of humanity, there were fears of god-like beings ruling over us. 

We were both terrified and comforted with the idea of some superior force being able to watch over us and 
guide us and even sometimes protect us.  Comforted in the idea that some higher power would protect and 
nurture us, and yet terrified of doing anything to displease that same power.  Ancient civilizations around 
the world are full of legends of god and demigods that hold a particular favor for one group of humans or 
another, rewarding the faithful and punishing those that did wrong. 

Some of these legends, we would later discover, are real.  The legends of the Greek Pantheon, for instance, 
would later be verified by modern-day heroes like Statesman.  Other legends are really stories of 
advanced races from other worlds visiting our own and using the local populace for their own ends.  And in 
some instances, as in the case in Ancient Egypt, a little bit of both are true. 

With the dawn of the modern-day superheroes, though, came both the hope and the fear that these heroes 
were a new generation of gods.  Beings that could fly, that could read minds, that could manipulate the 
elements, that could traverse the points between space in a blink of an eye, or even to visit new realms.  
We were in awe of what they could do, and wondered what else they could accomplish. 

But even though beings like Statesman and Lord Recluse were touched by the gods and had powers that 
could even rival those of gods, they weren't gods themselves.  Their powers were tempered by the 
realization that they are not all-knowing, all-seeing, and all-doing.  They can heal fast, be invulnerable, and 
even live to be hundreds if not thousands of years, but they’re not immortal.  They can die. 

While the super-powered community have a vast diversity of powers and origins, those abilities are still 
limited.  Powerful telepaths are not physically powerful.  Powerful manipulators are not good in hand-to-
hand combat.  And while recent heroes have shown the capacity to adapt, to evolve to even higher levels of 
their abilities, those abilities still have inherent limitations. 

So what would happen if there was someone without limitations? 

On my original universe, there was such a person who could potentially be all-powerful. 

My father was John Powers, whom the world knew as Steelman.  He had hyper-strength and was 
invulnerable to most of mankind’s weapons.  But while he was powerful physically, he still had an average 
intelligence.  His brother, my uncle, was Lionel Powers, who had hyper-intelligence.  He was several levels of 
genius ahead of even Albert Einstein, but he was still physically limited.
