The Incarnate process was a relatively new concept in the City of Heroes MMORPG when the 
game was still active.  Developers had long worked on what they referred to as the “endgame” 
stage for character development.  Prior to that point, characters could only advance to “Level 
50” and stay there.  But then there were some characters that were long established in the 
MMO that were even more powerful than that.  Certainly the two iconic characters, Statesman 
and Lord Recluse, were considered incarnate.  But until the introduction to the Incarnate 
System in 2011, players could not reach that level. 

In the game, becoming an incarnate was a lengthy process, divided into six tiers, starting with 
Alpha and ending in Omega.  Each level required completing a specific trial, and most of 
those required teamwork.  In theory, “Omega” would put heroes on the same level as 
Statesman and Recluse. 

Sadly, though, players would never experience the “Omega” level as the MMO was shut down 
in 2012.  The last Incarnate trial known as the Magisterium Trial, was part of “Where Shadows 
Lie” update, and it covered the tier-four level of “Hybrid”.

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Of course, the City of Heroes comics were not bound by the same rules as the game.  In 
“Guardians of the Dawn Spotlight” #17, Lord Recluse was warned that Galatea Powers had 
the potential to become an incarnate being.  This was published a few years before the 
Incarnate System was released in the game.  And in the alternate future told in Issue #18, 
we find Galatea Powers not only becoming an incarnate, but she eventually becomes an 
Omega Incarnate; powerful enough to challenge gods. 

So the idea was always there for Galatea Powers to become an incarnate.  It was simply a 
matter of when this could be introduced and how. 

This issue also marks the end of an era. 

Various comics over the years have used real-world figures as part of their publications.  
From pop stars to athletes to Presidents, people in the public eye have been included in 
comics to give the stories a connection to the real world and their real-world readers.  And 
the same holds true to our current President with the City of Comic Creators. 

President Barack Obama first appeared in the “City of Comic Creators Compendium” #5 as 
a quick cameo in a story featuring the Guardians of the Dawn. He would later appear in 
“Guardians of the Dawn Spotlight” #14.  He then appeared in the “PNN News Break” 
specials, and finally here in “Furia and the Guardians”. 

But as Obama’s real-life tenure as President comes to an end, so too will his present-day 
appearances in the world of comics.  As president, Obama is considered a public figure, and 
thus his likeness is allowed under public domain, which is why we’ve been able to use it. 

But as one president steps down, another will soon come to power, whether we like him or 
not.  And given the caustic and abrasive nature of this person even before he ran for public 
office, one only has to wonder what sort of impact he will have not only in the real world, 
but also in the world of comics. 

We’ll find out in 2017.
